Agency Reports:
ARC
Yvonne Robinson – Ararat Rural City is a designated HACC assessor.  The full details of the role are still not totally clear.

DHS

John Koopmans – Jo Gell’s position has been re-advertised.  The Mental Health PASA, Phil Tayleur, has commenced.  He comes from Southern Region and has previously worked in the region with WUC - Horizons

Joey Bligh – Has visited with Mary Bruce.  EGHS has purchased The Care Manager and are currently implementing.  HARP program will be accepting clients very soon. Have contacted with Lake Bolac and Elmhurst Bush Nursing Centres as well as Accident and Emergency.

Lyn MacKenzie – Mary Bruce has started liaison work in EWHS.  An Information session will be held on the 15th September for seniors, families and carers.  St Arnaud will also be holding an information session.

Katherine Gillespie – A GCHC staff member is about to commence professional development to be an Active Script Enabler.  This is funded by the Wimmera PCP and a one day/week position be placed in Horsham due to the high demand there and it will be in Stawell as well.
GPCT

Claire McKenna – Palliative Care has just completed a survey with GPs on their knowledge and education on palliative care.  They have experienced a large result of 40% response rate for Ballarat Div of GPs and 50% from the WestVic Div of GPs.  The survey was a one-pager and the response was unexpected.  There was a clear message that GPs want training in palliative care with some specifically requesting training in child and adolescent palliative care.  The Ballarat Division has gained funds to develop a data base.  The survey format was developed with the assistance of a GP and is available for those who may be interested.  The full results will be available from end of August.  PCP is willing to support the training.

· Physical Activity Sub Committee (PASC) – A strategic plan has been developed with three main points – Referrals between Rehab and community based settings, Language – to be more useful and motivating and coordination of current projects.

· Healthy Eating Working Group – This group has also developed a strategic plan covering: developing training for older people in packaging and food handling, language (especially in schools) and building on positive body image for older people.

· Consultation – Because Mental Health Matters.  This consultation was held in Ballarat and Horsham. Chronic disease is now listed as a co-morbidity factor.
· The RYAN (Regional Youth Affairs Network) was launched recently with 80 people attending.  The strategic planning process is still continuing.  The major issues for the forum were transport, social connectedness and inclusion.  Service coordination will play a significant role.
· The newsletter now has a circulation of approximately 350.  It is produced fortnightly and the BATS committee has a standing space on it.  This is an opportunity to celebrate the achievements of the committee.
· Sarah Woodburn of East Grampians Health Service has now joined the Executive Committee of the PCP.
2.  Karen Ware
     Mapping program MAPINFO has proved problematical.  Karen is checking out the public domain programs and will try AQC Explorer.  Karen is looking at Health and welfare statistics for chronic disease indicators and what they may show in the catchment areas.
3.  Trish Stannus
New staff member, commenced on 4th August.  She will be managing the Emergency Relief Network project and will look after the Service Coordination role in the PCP.

Connectingcare – A proposal has been put forward to the Connectingcare Strategic Group to establish regional user groups rather that the current user group that meets in Melbourne bi-monthly.  The benefits would include increased knowledge of the system and what it can provide to the users, support for training and the administrators, and a direct opportunity to request upgrades to the Strategic Group.

Julia Ogdin –  Advised that Phil Ralph has resigned.

Chronic Disease Management – Currently there is no diabetes educator.  Sue Fontana is supporting the role at the moment.  It is a 0.8 eft position.  Allied health positions are all under pressure especially podiatrists.
Some options for consideration included:

· The Loddon Model where a central agency has a team of allied health workers and contracts them out to smaller agencies (this provides full time work for the worker and the agency pays for the amount of service required), use of Allied Health Assistants. Some agencies have used Chiropodists for some podiatry work.
